General Requirements

The article should be prepared by Microsoft Windows operational
system Microsoft Word text editor. The author submits the paper by
registering to www.socsc.ktu.lt The suggested length of the article
is 5000 words (35000 printed characters) (bibliography and sum-
mary not included). The structure of the article should correspond
to the general requirements of research papers. It should clearly
present the research problem, the aim, research methods, results
and discussion, conclusions, references, according to the Harvard
referencing system used in the journal. Presented papers will be
reviewed by two experts. If you are referring to some authors in the
paper, the name of the author, the year of publication and the page
should be indicated in the text and a full list of references provided
at the end of the article.

Requirements for the Preparation of an Electronic Form
of an Article

Text. An article should be submitted according to the sequence
specified in the general requirements of the article. The text of the
article should be submitted in A4 format (210 x 297 mm), using only
the necessary text formatting, 11 pt. Times New Roman text font and
14 pt. Times New Roman font in Bold for article headings.

Illustrations. Text in the tables and charts should be written in 9 pt.
font, using single line spacing.

Tables and charts should be numbered and have titles. Tables, charts
and illustrations should be submitted in separate files (not only in
Word software). If illustrations are prepared using Excel software, it is
necessary to provide open operational files of illustrations. The photo
resolution should not be less than 300 dpi.
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
