Editorial Note

The Editors present Issue No. 1. (79), 2013, of the scientific periodical journal ‘Social Sciences’ which
has been published since 1994.

The current journal issue features articles which, employing a multidisciplinary view, aim at helping
answer the need to secure quality in providing and receiving different types of services, for instance, higher
education quality in the context of mass higher education against an intensive use and development of virtual
learning environments, or successful dealing with individuals’ negative forms of behaviour, elicited by
contemporary challenges.

The first part of the issue, ‘Striving for the service quality: reality, problems and solutions’ contains the
papers which, firstly, analyze problems and development potentiality of the tourism sector. Ozan Bahar,
Kurtulus Bozkurt and Bilge Dogan from Mugla Sitki Kocman University and Adnan Menderes University,
Turkey, dwell upon the application of the convergence hypothesis within the sector of international tourism,
differentiating among the countries with a different level of their development. Seckin Eser, Taner Dalgin and
Huseyin Ceken (Mugla University, Turkey) also devote their work to investigating issues in the tourism sector.
The latter article brings the case of the Ephesus area (Greece) into the contexts and concerns of cultural tourism
and sustainable culture tourism, in particular. The works of researchers from Turkey contribute unquestionably
to the development of sustainable tourism, considering specific country contexts and their development. Then,
Donata Jovarauskiene and Eugenijus Bagdonas (Kaunas University of Technology) touch upon the area of
health care services, specifying interaction and exchange within the health care market and among its agents.
The authors provide the assessment of those processes with the aim of health care service sector optimization.

The second part of the present issue, ‘Towards human well-being: educational and psychological
empowerment’, opens with the consideration of quality management problems in higher education and studies:
Asta Kazlauskiene (Siauliai University) suggests the culture of dialogue as a sure methodological platform for
solving the issues. The matters of quality in contemporary higher education are echoed by the investigation on a
purposeful application of student learning environments. Berita Simonaitiene and Kristina Kutkaityte (Kaunas
University of Technology) analyze the success and particularity of the integration of portable computers in
university studies, suggesting a model of the factors of laptop computer use. Dovile Normantaite (Kaunas
University of Technology Vaizgantas Progymnasium) and Aidas Perminas (Vytautas Magnus University)
present their investigation on solving an urgent problem of reducing adolescents‘ negative behaviour and its
possible manifestation. Specifically, the authors analyze changes in 13-17 year old high school pupils’
aggression after intervention, based on cognitive-behavioural therapy.

The Editorial Board looks forward to articles written in the context of interdisciplinary and
multidisciplinary problems of the social sciences. As a consequence of involvement into the project
‘Publication of Research Periodicals’ in the frame of EU Structural Funds Operational Programme for the
Development of Human Resources 2007-2013, we are transferring the editorial activities into the Open Journal
System (OJS). We hope to benefit from this in our daily editorial performance.
